We come now to the end of the Christmas season with 

the feast of the Baptism of our Lord. It is a transition for many, out of a 

season that makes it easy to remember Christ in our daily lives, to a season 

called Ordinary time. Really though, we move from the great gift to the 

purpose of the gift. Christmas season is like the Christmas Eve or Christ-

mas Day gift opening. We are all excited with wide eyes at the gift that 

was given. Ordinary time though, is the days after when directions are 

read and we learn how to use and play with all the great gifts that were 

given.  

 

With the celebration of the Baptism of the Lord we move from appreciat-

ing the gift of Christ to understanding His purpose and what his presence 

in the world really means. We start to hear about his public ministry and 

his call to us to follow him in all we do. We witness his examples of love 

that inspire us to love more deeply. We see that life is more about being a 

selfless gift to others, than a selfish drain on others. If the Son of God 

came to serve and not be served, so too we will find our meaning in ser-

vice to God and neighbor.  

 

All of Jesus’ life was to witness to us what we needed to do to find happi-

ness with God. It starts with his baptism by John in the Jordan River. Jesus 

being without sin, did not need this baptism but underwent it for all right-

eousness, and to give us an example of what we needed. Each of us be-

cause of our sin needs the waters of baptism and the new beginning they 

offer us in God’s family. May this transition from Christmas to Ordinary 

time be one that draws us into the life and teaching of the gift we have just 

finished celebrating.
