Dear Parishioners, 
 

As we enter ordinary time we hear about 

Jesus’ first miracle at Cana in Galilee. The 

words of Mary to the servants are words that we should take to 

heart as well. “Do whatever he tells you.” Can you imagine 

how silly these servants felt filling the purification jars with wa-

ter and then the courage it must have taken to bring what they 

knew was water to the head steward. Yet what Christ did there 

he can and will also do in our lives. He takes what is plain and 

ordinary and with his grace and presence transforms it to the 

extraordinary.  
 

This happens each week on our altar where simple ordinary 

bread and wine is transformed into the body and blood of Jesus. 

It also often happens in our lives when he takes simple people 

such as fishermen and transforms them into fishers of men. He 

waits to do that in our lives as well, to take our ordinary and 

plain lives and to transform them into extraordinary lives of 

grace and love.  
 

I ask that each of us be open to and respond to the words and 

teachings of Christ. For if we “Do whatever he tells us” we too 

will be transformed. This will not come easily, the disciples 

needed to leave everything at the invitation of Christ. We often 

pause, hesitate, and even come up with excuses. I pray that we 

will first be able to hear the invitation of God, and then have the 

strength to do what it asks, regardless of how silly or over-

whelming it sounds, because it is through such an act of faith 

that we will be transformed.
