Dear Parishioners; 

 

A big thank you for all of the prayers and support 

that made my trip to Rome a great success and 

blessing! The trip was filled with many great mo-

ments, from an audience with the Holy Father, to the celebration of the Eucharist at 

numerous historical and holy sites. As I journeyed through Rome in the season of Lent, 

I was reminded of our need to live our faith and beliefs in this world . What struck me 

most about Rome was the way the churches were simply part of the city, not places set 

apart, but areas right in the middle of the busy city. Immediately outside most of the 

churches were the piazzas filled with activity and daily life. Yet as you walk into the 

church you are welcomed into a place that draws your whole being toward God. I was 

struck with the history of how the Church transformed society, replacing pagan prac-

tices with Christian ones, using the stone of secular and pagan temples to communicate 

how Christianity is the replacement of this imperfect worship, with the worship of the 

one true God.  
 

Our call is still the same; our church sits in the community as a beacon of hope 

and promise calling us to the presence of Christ. It calls us to live within the commu-

nity, in a way that will transform our community and our society. My visit to Rome 

awakened within me a truth we live, or at least should live, every day. People make up 

the Church: people that struggle, fall and succeed in their journey with Christ. The of-

fices of the Roman Curia that I visited reminded me that it is not simply a bureaucracy, 

not simply an inhuman entity, but a place filled with dedicated and caring people that 

leave behind the homes and parishes and religious communities they love to do a ser-

vice for all of us; trying to be faithful to the Gospel of Jesus Christ and the Sacred Tra-

dition handed down by him to the Apostles. They do this because of their love of Christ 

and their desire to spread that love, through challenging us with the Word of God, so 

that with God’s grace we might be transformed into a better image of Christ in the 

world.  
 

The time I spent in Rome will influence and motivate my life for years to 

come and hopefully give me a greater appreciation for all the people that allow our 

Church to stand as a beacon calling us from the world to encounter Christ, so we too 

might return to the world as a beacon of truth and love in our families, communities, 

nation and World.
