Dear Parishioners, 
 

This Sunday is World Day of Prayer for Vocations. In the 

year of the priest, we focus on priestly vocations and pray 

that those who are being called to this worthy vocation, 

might have the courage and humility to respond with faithful 

service to Christ and his Church. Vocations are in no way 

limited to priesthood though; to do God’s will in our lives is 

at the heart of every vocation. Within the state of life, vocations such as 

priesthood, religious life, marriage and single life; often lies a vocation 

within a vocation.  
 

The question of what does God want us to do is at the heart of living a 

vocation. So often the question is what do I want to do, or what will I 

enjoy or not enjoy. If this is how we live our lives and make our deci-

sions we will rarely do the hard things that cause us to live lives of holi-

ness. When our hearts are set on doing the will of God, it is then that we 

embrace and even desire to do the hard things that make saints of us. Do 

you think in the selfish heart of so many holy missionaries, they really 

wanted to serve the poor and needy? It was rather in the unselfish heart 

of asking what God wanted, that they found the fulfilling vocation to 

serve those with so little.  
 

I believe that if we respond to God’s vocation for us, that we will find a 

fulfillment in doing the hard work of the Gospel; and find a happiness, 

sometimes even in hardship, that will never compare with the happiness 

that will come with fulfilling our simple and selfish pleasures. The peo-

ple that we see as great role models in our faith, all responded with gen-

erosity to their vocation in life and did not let fear, comfort or the over-

whelming size of the endeavor to stop them; and each found a happiness 

that can only come from serving God.  
 

I ask you to pray with me today for vocations, that people will truly be 

able to hear and respond to the will of God in their lives and in doing so 

transform our world.
