Know that we are looking at ways of re-

ducing our expenses, but without losing buildings, there is only so much 

we can do to bring in new money or to reduce our expenses.  
 

I do thank you for your earlier responses to my homily and to our needs 

as a parish. I can not emphasize enough the good the Scrip program can 

do if all my parishioners would use it more regularly. I thank those who 

already do so much in the giving of their time, talent and treasure to God 

through our parish, and ask those who can do more to do so. Just a little 

bit more by the majority of us can make such a difference.
