This yearõs Mission Co-op will be for the diocese of 
Sivagangai in southeastern India, established on 
July 25, 1987. This territory of the diocese includes 
2 civil districts with the total population of 
2,502,340 of which the Catholic population is 
177,868 and still growing. The diocese has 72 parish 
centers, 734 mission stations. There are 110 dioce-
san clergy, and over 350 religious men & women 
who serve and evangelize in the diocese through 
pastoral care, educational institutions, orphanages, 
health centers and institutes for social development 
of the poor. More than 60% of the people are poor, 
because there is no industry;  most people depend 
on what they cultivate from the land, when it rains.
