Dear Parishioners; 
 

It is with great joy that I return to my home at Sacred 

Heart of Jesus/Saint Patrick’s Parish after my schooling 

and a short family vacation.  This Summer has been one 

of many graces as well as some unexpected challenges. The graces come with the gift of 

time and talent that have been given to our parish in so many ways from the sanctuary 

project at Sacred Heart Church to the mural of Our Lady of Guadalupe in the Parish Cen-

ter to the countless regular activities of the parish to feed the hungry and care for the 

poor. With all these generous gifts  we still struggle during this time of year with collec-

tions that meet our needs. It is a time of vacations and family time often away from the 

parish and that is also a wonderful gift of God, but our needs do not go away but con-

tinue. Our collection always struggles at this time of year to meet our needs; but only two 

months into the fiscal year and we are already behind on some of our bills. I ask you if 

you have missed any weekends due to legitimate time away, to ensure the support you 

give the parish is made up. If you have the ability to give a little more for a few weeks to 

help us cover our needs I ask you to be generous.  
 

Their have been some unexpected bills this summer, as often happens with such old 

buildings, and I would hate to see these bills cause us to enter right back into the debt we 

have worked so hard to pay off. The parish, due to some of these unexpected bills such as 

a rain water sewer repair at the Saint Patrick’s campus, could use additional funds of 

about $10,000 or more. If you can assist in any way in covering our shortfall it would be 

appreciated. We are, as at the end of last year, in a stable but fragile financial situation 

with our ordinary income having little reserves to cover unexpected maintenance costs.  
 

The Good news is our designated funds from the We Belong to Christ campaign continue 

to come in and we will be starting some of the projects that our buildings are in most 

need of. Please continue the good work we have been accomplishing both spiritually as 

well as financially. The stability of our financial situation allows us to work harder on the 

spiritual dimensions of our faith journey.
