A good example is someone who attends all of the class of-

ferings from the start date until the Easter Vigil is on the horizon ,and deciding that the 

time is just not right for them to join the Church.   
 

Therefore we offer two distinct sections to all RCIA participants.  First is the period of 

inquiry to learn about Catholic faith history, including the life, death and resurrection of 

Jesus Christ. (It takes a long time to cover over 2,000 years!) And the second is a period 

of illumination and discovery. Attendance at mass is encouraged for all to become ac-

quainted with the Catholic Church.
