Dear parishioners, 

As the beginning of the school year comes upon us I look 

forward to the return of so many parishioners that have 

been away at cabins and summer vacations these last months. I write with a 

rather serious concern, and unfortunately it is a financial concern. Summer is al-

ways a time for lower income and yet many of our expenses do not decrease. In 

other summers we were able to get ahead on our Regis Catholic Schools subsidy 

during these non-heating months, but this year our income did not allow us to do 

this and as a matter of fact we are almost a full month behind on our subsidy pay-

ments.  
 

I write this to encourage each of you to look at your giving habits. For those who 

give regularly, I thank you and ask for your continued support. For those who 

give sporadically, I appreciate what you do, but ask for a greater consistency in 

your giving; a stable and consistent income is extremely helpful in any parish. 

For those of you who do not give regularly or at all, I ask you to reevaluate your 

choice to support our parish. While our faith is not based on finances we do need 

to exist within this temporal world and that means paying our way. In the spring 

we will have a formal recommitment campaign, but I ask you at this time to 

evaluate how you have been doing in the regular support our parish needs and if 

things have lapsed for any reason, I ask you to assist us as you can. I also ask you 

to evaluate the level of giving; if you are able to give a little more every little bit 

would help.   
 

While summers are difficult, collections such as last week will not allow our par-

ish to meet our needs. While I am appreciative of those who gave, bringing in 

less then $6,000 will not allow us to maintain our parish obligations. This letter is 

the start of a focus on our financial situation and a push for greater stewardship. 

The greatest concern is the low level of participation in the parish. Less than 170 

families of a registered 1000 families gave to our parish financially last week. 

We need that number to rise. There are many reasons people do not give, but the 

bottom line is we need every family to give regularly to our parish. If we doubled 

the amount of people giving to four hundred, even a $10.00 weekly gift would 

bring us up to where we need to be.  
 

As most of you know I hate talking about money but our parish is struggling and 

this is really your parish. I hold out much hope in your response to our parish’s 

need. Not as a threat; but without a change we will need to look at reducing our 

expenses and that will affect ministry to people and property. Please respond to 

our needs as best you can.
