As you are well aware, Fr. Bill has been attending Canon Law studies at Catholic Uni-

versity in Washington, D.C. from the end of May until sometime in August for the past

due by December 15th.  Your parish staff is asking for assistance from you to finance 

this expense.  We believe that Fr. Bill should not have to go into debt in order to ex-

perience this educational opportunity.
